TERMS & CONDITIONS

1.) Unless it is specifically agreed in writing by (“The Company”) these conditions shall apply to the present contract and all future contracts between the Company and any purchaser and no conditions inconsistent therewith shall, unless expressly agreed by the Company, be deemed to override or vary these conditions.

2.) The prices quoted are current rates.  Every effort will be made to keep them.  Typing or clerical errors are subject to consequent correction.

3.) Orders accepted by the Company cannot be cancelled except with the Company’s consent in writing and on terms that will indemnify the Company against any loss.

4.) Unless otherwise agreed, payment is to be made to the Company within 30 (thirty) days of the date of invoice.  Failure to make payment for deliveries under this or any other order/contract shall entitle the Company to delay, suspend or cancel deliveries at its options.

5.) Failure to make payments in accordance with the above terms shall result in interest at a rate of 10% per month being applied to all outstanding balances due to the company by the purchaser.

6.) Any time quoted by the company in respect of delivery of goods is estimated with all reasonable care, but cannot be guaranteed and will be subject to revision without prior notice.  The Company will not be liable in any way whatsoever in respect of inaccuracy in delivery dates whether estimated by the Company or stipulated by the purchaser, or otherwise.

7.) The company accepts no liability whatsoever for goods damaged during transit unless written notice is given to the Company and to the carrier of the goods within three days of receipt of the same and an opportunity is given to each of them to inspect the goods.

8.) Written notification of the loss or non-delivery of any goods shall be given to the Company within 7 (seven) days of dispatch to allow the Company to make any necessary or appropriate claim against the carrier.

9.) The Company will pass on to the purchaser the benefit of any warranty given by the manufacturer of the goods but shall not be liable for any consequential loss arising wholly or partly from the installation application or use of the goods or from any delay in delivery not attributable to willful default.

10.) No condition included in the purchasers order shall apply to the sale of goods unless accepted by the Company in writing.

11.) a. The risk in the goods will pass to the purchaser on delivery of the goods.

       b. The property in the goods shall remain in the Company until the Company has received payment in full for all goods supplied by the Company to the purchaser.

       c. So long as the property in the goods shall remain in the Company, the purchaser shall hold the goods as bailee for the Company and store the goods so as to clearly show them to be the property of the Company and the Company shall have the right without prejudice to the obligations of the purchaser to purchase the goods (and for that purpose to go upon any premises occupied by the purchaser or any company associated with the purchaser).

      d. Nothing in this clause shall confer any right upon the purchaser to return the goods to the Company.  The Company may maintain an action for the price notwithstanding that property in the goods shall not have vested in the purchaser.

12.) a. If the purchaser

        i. Fails to comply with any terms of contract.

       ii. Commits any act of Bankruptcy, makes any arrangement or composition with creditors or suffers any distress or execution, or;  

      iii. Resolves or is ordered to be wound up or has receiver appointed.

Then in any such event the Company shall have the right (without prejudice to any other remedies) to cancel any uncompleted order and to withhold or suspend delivery of further goods and to demand payment forthwith of all sums due by the purchaser to the Company. 

      b. In the event of the Company exercising any rights it may have to stop the goods in transit, the Company may at its option resell such goods at Public or Private sale without notice to the purchaser and without affecting the Company’s right to hold the purchaser liable for any loss or damage caused by any breach of contract by the purchaser. 

13.) The Company’s liability for any claim, whether in contract, tort or otherwise, or for any loss or damage arising out of this contract shall in no case exceed the price paid by the purchaser to the Company for the goods which give rise to the claim, in no event shall the Company be liable for any loss of profits or any special or consequential damage suffered by the purchaser, including any interest charges.

14.) The contract between the Company and the purchaser shall be governed by and shall be interpreted in accordance with the Laws of the United Kingdom.

15.) The signature of any servant, agent or employee of the purchaser acknowledging receipt of the goods for and on behalf of the purchaser shall be conclusive evidence of their receipt specified in the relevant delivery docket.

16.) United Kingdom; Health & Safety at Work Act 1974.  Asbestos based materials are subject to the provisions of the Asbestos Regulations 1969, which require precautions to be taken to ensure that they will be safe and without risks to health when properly used.

17.) The Company sets out in its Technical Guidelines, which meet certain specifications to use.  The Company accepts no liability for the use of any goods outside those specifications.

18.) The contractual rights that the purchaser enjoys by virtue of sections 12,13,14 and 15 of the Sale of Goods Act 1893 (as amended) are in no way prejudiced by any statement contained in these conditions of sale, provided that the purchaser deals with the company as a consumer under this contract.
